See the famous weeping Icon of St. Nicholas and hear the story
of the miracles surrounding it.  
Following the church tour, relax aboard the coach for a drive-by tour of the VICTORIAN HOMES ALONG SPRING
BAYOU where you will enjoy a narrative by your guide of this scenic waterfront area where many of Tarpon's founding
fathers built their beautiful turn of the century homes. Finally, you will enjoy a family style Greek lunch at a local tavern
and free time to shop at the Sponge Docks.  There are over 100 shops to choose from offering goods and merchandise 
from all over the world, including sponge and curio shops, abundant Greek cuisine and bakeries!
